Not long ago, my children gave me a gift certificate to Kiva.  Kiva is a non-profit, 

online, lending platform.  Based out of San Francisco, the company was founded in 2005 by Matt and 
Jessica Flannery, aged 28 and 27 respectively.  Kivaôs mission as stated on their website reads as 
follows: ñTo connect people through lending, for the sake of alleviating poverty.ò 
 The way Kiva (from the Swahili meaning ñunityò or ñagreementò) works is like this. Third World 
clients (ñentrepreneursò) who are interested in starting a small business apply to Kiva for grants of 
money from ñKiva lenders.ò  Kiva lenders are people who are willing to pool a small amount of money 
together with other lenders to help someone get a new business off the ground.  After the business is 
up and running the entrepreneur has to pay back the lenders (at no interest).  The lenders then take 
the money and reinvest it in other projects.  Itôs a win-win situation for everybodyðthe entrepreneurs, 
the lenders and the company. 
 My initial ñinvestmentò was a $25.00 loan to a woman in Ghana who wanted to raise $150.00 
to open a food market.  I got my money back within a few months and have since reinvested it two 
more times. Kiva is predicated upon two simple beliefs.  The first is that people are by nature gener-
ous if given the opportunity to do so in a transparent, accountable manner.  The second is that poor 
people are highly motivated and can be successful if given an opportunity. 
 Since its inception five years ago, Kiva (which employs just 34 full-time staff members) has 
had 467,937 lenders, who have loaned $149,163,000 to 381,063 entrepreneurs in 200 countries.  
Talk about getting a bang for your buck! 
 Can the church learn anything from the world of micro-lending?  I believe we can.  What if we 
applied the idea behind Kiva to something like ñOne Great Hour of Sharing,ò the Greater Hartford 
Faith-Based Coalition for Equity and Justice, or the Summer Mission Trip?  Organizations like Kiva 
remind us that it doesnôt always take massive amounts of time and money to do a lot of goodðall it 
takes is a little bit of creativity, generosity and faith.

The 
coordinators are responsible for calling bakers and sandwich makers as well as calling people to 
serve on the day of the reception. They oversee the reception set-up, clean-up and organize the 
workers on the day of the reception. The coordinator also works with the Church Administrator to  
coordinate interaction with the family. Our sexton sets up the tables, takes them down, and, if neces-
sary, runs the dishwasher.  To continue this important mission, we need the following:

This is the second year that 
FCW has supported the growing ministry of Cluster 13.  As of the printing of this article, the          
volunteers were in the midst of their mission trip experience, so we donôt have actual stories to 
share ï yet!

 What we can tell you is that our three teams spent the first Saturday afternoon enjoying 
the Sterling Renaissance Festival in Sterling, NY.  This Renaissanceðstyled theme park is a          
dramatic recreation of an Elizabethan village offering theatrical performances, interactive events, 
arts and crafts, a jousting tournament and other all-day activities, food and fun.  This fellowship 
time saw them through the following six days of hard work and service.  
 Then on Sunday, July 18 our group worshipped with the Camden United Methodist 
Church and hosted their coffee hour as a way of extending our gratitude for generously hosting 
our teams throughout the week.  Char offered the childrenôs message during worship too, which 
was well received.  That afternoon our teams also visited and assessed the homes they would be 
repairing, met the families they would be working with, gathered supplies, went grocery shopping 
and spent the evening playing team-building games and learning more about the Camden                
community.   
 Work projects throughout the week included sheet-rocking, plumbing, roofing, painting and 
bathroom modifications!  Showers were offered once every late afternoon at the Middle School 
several blocks from the church ï a welcome and refreshing time during the hot week.  In the    
evenings, the teams returned to the church for meals and to participate in a variety of fellowship 
and educational activities together including crafts, story-telling, games, miniature golf, picnics, 
swimming, free time and evening vespers before lights out at 11PM.  We will have more to share 
upon our return.  
 On a financial note, our fundraising goal of $10,000 was met ï as were all of our prayers. 
We owe special thanks to the generous support from members and friends of First Church in 
Windsor and also the Outreach Committee.  The theme of this yearôs mission program comes 
from Galatians 5:22-23: ñThe fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, 
faithfulness, gentleness and self-control.ò  Indeed, the fruit of the Spirit reaches beyond our town 
borders to do Godôs work in all the world.

First Church in Windsor Memorial Garden  
 

ñWelcome to our Memorial Garden, a sacred burial 
space for ashes of First Church Members, past and  
present, and their immediate families. The garden is a 
quiet place for prayer and to affirm that whether we live 
or die, we are in Godôs eternal care.ò 
 So reads the plaque located at the entrance to 
the Memorial Garden which is situated on the quiet 
southern side of our church overlooking the river. The 
garden was completed in 2006 and funded by over 60 
benefactors. The plantings have grown in, the tree      
provides shade and whether a loved oneôs ashes reside 
in the garden or not, itôs a lovely place to be contempla-
tive and prayerful. If you havenôt visited the garden or 

havenôt done so recently, you are invited and encouraged to visit and consider the garden as a final 
resting place for you or someone you love. 
 The garden is not a cemetery and there are no individual plots. Cremated remains will be 
placed directly in the ground in designated areas. Ashes without an urn or container of any type, will 
be deposited by first removing the ground cover at the site of the interment, placing the ashes in the 
space created, leveling the site and restoring the ground cover. Interred ashes will become part of 
the ecosystem and are not recoverable. 
 There is a fee of $350 for use of the garden by church members.  The fee for non-members 
is $450 and their interment is subject to permission from the Senior Minister. The fee covers the      
engraving of the name plate on the Memorial Plaque and continued maintenance of the Garden and 
its records. The Memorial Garden is self-funded and is not covered under the First Church general 
operating budget so gifts are encouraged to cover continued maintenance along with the usage 
fees. 
 A Memorial Garden Book is maintained in the church office. The book includes a one-page 
reflection on each person whose ashes are in the garden, and is provided by the family or friends of 
the deceased. Also recorded in the book are all the names of those whose contributions made the 
garden possible, as well as the names of those in whose memory gifts have been given.
